Tackling housing supply through large-scale housing supply
Chronic housing shortage has been a policy task during a rapid growth period since 1960.
In the era of rapid growth, the government led the public to address housing issues on their own.

Instead, the government focused on economic development, income growth, and supply of affordable housing.

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1. Housing Policyin an Era of Rapid Growth

In an era of rapid growth: Our housing policy priority revolves around housing shortage.
Annual economic growth averaged more than 8% for 30 years (1960-1990).

GNI per capita: $103 (1962) - $11,450 (1995)- $28,739 (2015)

Rapid urbanization and population concentration in the Seoul Metropolitan Area

Annual population growth averaged 0.28 million people for 30 years (1960-1990), but it has been at a
standstill since 1990.

The Spread of Squatter Settlements

Shanty town was the most effective residential alternative
for rural-to-urban migrants in the era of rapid growth.

The government tolerated squatting on government owned
lands because it couldn’t afford to resolve housing problems.

More than 10% of the population in Seoul inhabited shanty
towns in the early 1980s.

Co-operative Redevelopment Schemes Began

Shanty towns (also called ‘moon village’) have almost disappeared since urban renewal projects
began in the early 1980s through partnership between local residents and private enterprises.

Overcrowded shantytowns were transformed to high rise apartments, and to the middle class
residential areas.

Demolishment of deteriorated houses caused a shortage of low-price housing.

2. The Tums of Housing Issues

Rising housing costs coupled with the falling rate of home ownership

Rising housing costs became chronic due to economic growth and overpopulation in urban areas.
The home ownership rate was rather low despite massive housing supply.

The public bore the burden of housing costs: Domestic consumption was dampened by higher

housing costs.

Change in Housing Types : From Detached Houses to Apartments

Apartments were preferred to detached houses.

70-80% of new housing is apartment type

0.8% of total housing in 1970 -> 53% in 2000

Large-scale development continued in the style of new town providing housing and infrastructure

at once.

Implementation of local housing policies for the area-specific and diverse housing values

Need area-specific housing policies to meet growing demands for housing welfare and upgrade housing services.

Funding is important for local housing policies, so creation of local housing funds is necessary.

Housing stability for the public in the private rental market
Appropriate land has great significance for the proper supply of private rental housing.

Small-sized land owners and the public sector jointly supply semi-public rental housing at the local level.

Revitalize the urban regeneration project
Secure residential lands and promote local revitalization through urban regeneration

Expand regeneration funds through proceeds from municipal lands and new sources of tax revenue like urban
regeneration tax.

Adjustment of planning and supply criteria according to local characteristics: supply of public rental housing,
eligibility for public rental housing, supply procedure for newly built houses, etc.
Promote a private non-profit organization’s social housing project

Build a support system for cooperative housing activism in the private sector

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Asian housing rights movement by the urban poor became
active from the 1970s, coping with eviction threats which
mounted under the government-initiated developmental
modernization. National housing agencies were established
in many countries, but their housing provisions hardly met
the needs of the poor. Leading NGOs, such as Asian
Committee for People’s Organization, developed a well-
defined approach of “conscientizing” and “organizing”
people. Trained community organizers stayed in poor
communities, led struggle with governments to acquire a
range of critical requirements, made people aware of the
structural causes of their disadvantaged situations, and
assisted in forming organizations with wider scope. This
“confrontational” approach contributed to improved access
to land, housing, basic services and other entitlements.

In the 1980s, a political change took place from
developmental authoritarianism to decentralized
administration in South-East Asia, and some social space
was created for people to participate in government policy
measures. Community Mortgage Program in the
Philippines and the land sharing scheme in Thailand
demonstrated this trend. In South Asia, on the other hand,
populist stance of governments became strengthened, leading
to new housing programmes to satisfy people’s immediate
needs as conceived by ruling parties. Million Houses
Programme in Sri Lanka was internationally lauded as an
enabling (support-based) housing policy.

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In addition, several distinct NGO attempts in the 1980s made
a considerable impact on housing movement in Asia. Notable
examples are the Grameen Bank in Bangladesh, claiming
that what the poor need is not conscientization but a credit as
human right to establish their self-reliant economic life, thus
changing anti-poor banking institutions, and the Orangi
Pilot Project in Pakistan, advocating people “appropriating”
government functions such as drainage installation, thus
changing unequal relationship with the government.

With this background, Asian Coalition for Housing Rights
(ACHR) was created in 1988 as an action-oriented network
of slum-related NGOs and community-based organizations.
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During the 1990s, the insecurity of human settlements
mounted. Firstly, the housing vulnerability was heightened

‘ of eviction became ever more real as economic globalization
proceeded and income disparity widened. A number of
informal mechanisms and practices that had somehow
provided the urban poor a place to live (squatting on public
land, informal land subdivisions, complicated tenure
arrangements, shift-sharing of the same space by multiple
tenants, cheap and unstable rental arrangements, densification
of occupants in a unit) were steadily replaced, formalized and
commercialized, and the urban poor were pushed out from

their slum settlements economically and institutionally.
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ACHR has supported survival strategies of the urban poor
through promoting mutual exchange and experience-sharing.
Their actions include community mapping, group savings,
credits for income-generation and housing, and community
fund with which to negotiate better terms of housing finance
from banks. Also rebirth of mutual help on safety-net and
welfare based on pooled revolving fund, for their vulnerable
members to cope with current trend of insecurity in housing
and livelihood. ACHR’s five year programme called Asian
Coalition for Community Action (2009-13) supported a
process of community-driven, city-wide slum-upgrading
and housing activities in 215 cities in 19 Asian countries. City-
level development funds which local poor groups negotiated
with local authorities bringing in counterpart funds were
established m 136 cities in Cambodia, Lao PDR, Thailand,
Indonesia, the Philippines, Nepal, Bangladesh, Fiji and others.

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4. Policy implications

Grassroots survival strategies and community solutions on
housing and livelihood are bound to be limited in scope,
therefore need to be backstopped by a macro level policy
framework that will remove institutional and social barriers
in access to resources required for housing themselves, and
will advocate macro level resource redistribution to address
nation-wide income and asset inequalities.

It is essential to provide and protect space and opportunities
for people to meet one another, exchange experiences, think
together, learn about management at their initiatives, with
delight and even conviviality. This may facilitate emergence
of new community actions for housing.
